AUDIT COMMITTEE - Appointment of external members

In accordance with s105 of the Local Government Act 2009, Rockhampton Regional Council’s Audit Committee comprises of up to 5 members – 2 Councillors, including the Mayor, and 2 or 3 (qualified) independent external members, 1 being a financial expert.
The Audit Committee is an advisory committee that reports and provides input to Council on governance processes and strategic matters.  The emphasis is on improving accountability, performance and transparency within Council including oversight of internal and external audit functions, enterprise risk management, financial reporting and information systems strategy.

Attributes to be considered for these important roles, where relevant are:

· name and address, contact details, relevant personal information

· senior business, consulting, corporate reporting, financial management, corporate governance, IT, risk management, internal audit and external audit skills and experience

· relevant executive management experience and responsibilities and board memberships, including experience as chairperson

· demonstrated experience in constructive group discussion and decision making

· a summary of why you believe your participation would benefit the Audit Committee and the Rockhampton Regional Council.

Ideally, at least one of the external members will have substantial experience in the public sector or local government and be familiar with relevant legislation.  
The expected term of appointment is from approximately May 2012 to the end of Council’s term (approx March 2016), or as stated in the letter of appointment.  The Audit Committee is expected to convene up to four times a financial year – three times to complete the full range of audit committee business and once to review the financial statements only. 
Indicative remuneration is $2,000 (gst inc) per meeting, with a requirement to physically attend, plus expenses for travel.
