In a bid to stop illegal fishing off the Fitzroy River Barrage as far as is possible, that
the Committee recommends to Council that a 3 metre high fence be erected in
Pattison Street, along the southern bank of the river, sufficient to prevent ready
access to the Barrage Reserve particularly in the vicinity of the fish ladder.

BACKGROUND

lllegal fishing has been occurring adjacent to the fish ladder for a long time and must
be brought to a halt. Those persons intent on this despicable practice have been
aided and abetted by the absence of fencing that would prevent them from gaining
ready access to the Barrage Reserve. Whilst a high fence may not offer a complete
solution it will surely make it more difficult for these miscreants to gain access to the
fish ladder, where they are presently able to virtually pluck the fish out of the river. A
fence will also make it more difficult for offenders to escape and therefore much
easier for them to be apprehended. In my campaign to stamp out this rotten practice
| am presently researching the law of trespass to see what penalties the Council can
impose on those person caught trespassing on the Barrage Reserve. | believe the
full force of the law should be applied against anybody caught trespassing on the
reserve including financial penalties. Enough is enough and it behoves the
Rockhampton Regional Council to do all in its power to prevent access to the reserve
as far as is possible in an effort to stamp out this illegal fishing.

9.2.1 Improving Physical Security at the Fitzroy Barrage

SUMMARY

The Fitzroy Barrage (Barrage) is critical infrastructure that provides a water supply for
the Council area. As such it is important that the physical security of the Fitzroy
Barrage is sufficient to prevent unauthorised access to the site that may lead to
damage or unlawful activity being sustained.

The physical security on the northern bank adjacent to the Fitzroy Barrage is
considered adequate; however, additions to the physical security on the southern
bank adjacent to the Fitzroy Barrage are required to sufficiently prevent unauthorised
access. This report recommends some upgrades to physical security at the Fitzroy
Barrage to provide an acceptable level of site security.

OFFICERS RECOMMENDATION

That funding of $45,000 be considered in the 2012/13 budget for the construction of
permanent and temporary fencing and/or upgrading of the CCTV system to improve
physical security and help prevent unauthorised access to the southern bank of the
Fitzroy Barrage.

COMMENTARY

The Fitzroy Barrage (Barrage) is a critical part of Council’s water supply infrastructure
for the supply of drinking water to the community. Critical infrastructure such as the
Barrage therefore needs to be physically secure to prevent unauthorised access that
may lead to damage to the Barrage structure or the conduct of unlawful activities
(e.g. fishing) that represent a significant risk to the public and the local environment.

The fish ladder located on the southern bank of the Barrage continues to attract
repeated unlawful access and activities. According to the Fisheries Act 1994 the
waterways within 400 metres upstream or downstream of the Barrage are designated
as closed waters with fishing not permitted within these distances. Any unauthorised
access into this area for illegal fishing needs to be prevented to avoid risks to public
safety and to preserve the fish stocks that are attracted to the fish ladder.

The existing physical security at the Barrage site includes closed circuit television
cameras (CCTV), relevant signage and some fencing to prevent access to Council
work areas associated with the Barrage, and to a lesser extent, access to the
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downstream riverbanks. The signage on-site provides a minimum level of key
information that identifies the 400 metre exclusion zone limits, that fishing is
prohibited and that CCTV surveillance exists.

The fencing on the northern bank extends past the Barrage structure along the bank
to where it joins with a residential property fence located downstream of the Barrage.
This fencing and the relatively steep bank make accessing the riverbank on the
northern side of Barrage difficult, although with no fish ladder on this side relatively
little if any illegal fishing is attracted. The southern bank adjacent to the Barrage has
a limited amount of fencing downstream of the Barrage, in part due to the close
proximity of private properties but also due to the different shape of the riverbank.
Unlike the northern bank, the southern bank slopes more gradually down to a narrow
area of normally dry river bed which enables easier access to the fish ladder. As such
the fencing along the southern bank does not provide sufficient physical security to
prevent unauthorised access to the site.

PROPOSED UPGRADING OF PHYSICAL SECURITY

The main access points to the fish ladder are either down the track that runs off
Pattison Street, cutting through the end of River Street or walking along the riverbank
from the Huish Drive end through to the Barrage. Anglers will walk great distances to
catch fish, but if a physical barrier makes this access difficult then some may be
deterred. A significant upgrade of the fencing along the southern bank downstream of
the Barrage is therefore proposed. Permanent fencing consisting of approximately
200 metres of 2.2 metre high wire mesh and barbed wire will be constructed to
provide a physical barrier along the riverbank between the boundary of the property
on Pattison Street and the boundary of the property at the end of River Street.

Heavy duty temporary fencing will be installed to provide a physical barrier from the
boundary of the property on River Street that extends partially out into the water past
the low tide mark. The temporary fencing will be removed when the river gate 1
opens to a height above 0.6 metres. At this flow the bank near the fish ladder
becomes inaccessible due to the increased flow. This level of flow happens one to
two times per year when there are prolonged higher flows through the Barrage.
These arrangements would need to be confirmed based on the exact location of the
temporary fencing but the heavy concrete anchors on the fence posts will not be
easily moved by low or tidal flows. If the fencing is not removed it will be damaged or
washed away in high flows and possibly cause issues downstream.

Gate access will be provided to allow access through to the fish ladder and also to
retrieve the temporary fencing in advance of high river flow events and store it within
the secure Barrage compound. The following aerial photograph indicates the
alignment of the proposed fencing.

In addition to the upgraded fencing, all signage will be reviewed and renewed to
ensure consistency of information and to remove any doubt that unauthorised access
and illegal activities are not permitted within this area and are subject to enforcement
action by agencies including Council’'s Community Compliance officers.

There are other options that can be considered as solutions for this issue. Legal
opinion sought in 2009 considered that no additional fencing was required and
suggested that additional signage would suffice. This however does not provide any
physical deterrent to those who cannot read or have no regard for the signage.
Upgrading of the CCTV facilities near the fish ladder is another option worth
considering. An advanced CCTV system could be used in combination with a
speaker system to detect, identify and advise unauthorised persons via a direct or
recorded message that they are not permitted on site and that enforcement officers
have been notified. Such an upgrade would act as a deterrent to some people
although this type of audible deterrent could lead to complaints by nearby residents if
it creates excessive noise.

The additional fencing combined with the upgraded CCTV facility probably represents
the most effective way of preventing unauthorised access to the Barrage site in that it
provides an effective physical barrier as well as an improvement in the ability to
conduct effective surveillance to deter unauthorised persons.

PROJECT COST AND BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

Upgrading the physical security through the construction of permanent and temporary
fencing and/or a new CCTV/speaker system outlined above is estimated to cost
approximately $45,000. There is currently no budget allocation for this project and it
is recommended that it be considered in the 2012/13 budget.
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CONCLUSION

Proposed upgrades to the fencing, signage and/or CCTV system along the southern
bank adjacent to the Barrage will provide improved physical security for this critical
infrastructure, improve public safety and help to prevent illegal fishing within the
closed waters exclusion zone.
