3 Definitions
There are no definitions specific only to this Code.

4 Explanation

The Community Use Code sets out the requirements and standards for
some community / recreation uses across the City. Community uses are
normally located within the residential area they serve, or within a
cenfral location such as a Commercial Area, Precinct or the Central
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Business District itself. The code sets out the range of conditions for where
these uses are to be located, and the types of development standards
that apply. Part Al is applicable to all development while part A2 is
applicable to all development in certain locations. Part B however only
applies to Code or Impact Assessable development that would be
applicable in addition to Parts A1 and A2.
