The reason for this conflict is because Preliminary
Approval D-R/76-2005 applies the Reconfiguring
a Lot Code from the Rockhampton City Plan 2005
for  future development applications for
Reconfiguring a Lot but did not change the
underlying zoning of the land. However, a
condition in the Preliminary Approval specifies
preferred minimum areas for lots, which the
proposed development does comply with.

The proposed residential lot sizes of 720 square
metres to 1525 square metres are consistent with
the minimum lot size contained in the Preliminary
Approval for the Traditional Residential Precinct.

ASSET MANAGEMENT

Any alteration necessary to electricity, telephone, water mains, sewerage mains, and/or
public utility installations resulting from the development or in connection with the
development, must be undertaken and completed at no cost to Council.

(d) for an appeal against an infrastructure charges notice—
20 business days after the infrastructure charges notice
is given to the person; or

(e) for an appeal about a deemed approval of a
development application for which a decision notice has
not been given—30 business days after the applicant
gives the deemed approval notice to the assessment
manager; or

(f) for any other appeal—20 business days after a notice of
the decision for the matter, including an enforcement
notice, is given to the person.

Note—

See the P&E Court Act for the court’s power to extend
